Berlin Forest Garden Proposal 
 
 
What is a Forest Garden? 
Forest gardening is a low-maintenance sustainable plant-based food production and 
agroforestry system based on woodland ecosystems, incorporating fruit and nut trees, shrubs, 
herbs, vines and perennial vegetables which have yields directly useful to humans. Making use 
of companion planting, these can be intermixed to grow in a succession of layers, to build a 
woodland habitat.  They are one of the world’s oldest forms of land use and an extremely 
resilient agricultural system. 
 

Project Proposal 
Assateague Coastal Trust would like to construct a Forest Garden in the town of Berlin to 
accomplish the goals of beautifying the town, creating more green space and natural habitat, 
demonstrating forest gardening, and providing healthy, naturally produced food for the general 
public. 

 
Key Partners: 
 
Assateague Coastal Trust: Assateague Coastal Trust will be the lead partner on this project.  In 
that role, they will assume responsibility for coordinating partners’ efforts towards the design 
and construction of the forest garden. 
 
Stephen Decatur Middle School:  This forest garden will serve as the service learning project 
for the 2015/16 school year. Students from SDMS will assist in the planning, construction and 
public outreach components of this project. 
 
Delaware Permaculture: Delaware Permaculture has over 12 years of experience in 
permaculture design, including forest gardening.  They will be lending their expertise to the 
design and construction of the forest garden 
 
Town of Berlin: We are seeking assistance from the Town of Berlin in the form of providing a 
location for the garden in a public place, assistance in preparing the site to include removing 
grass and providing materials like collected leaves to use as mulch, and providing ongoing 
maintenance such as watering the garden for the first year after planting, mowing and periodic 
pruning of trees.  We would also welcome assistance in purchasing supplies like soil 
amendments, plants, and trees.   

  



 
Important Dates 
 
Oct 26th 2015 – Berlin Town Council Meeting  
We would like to have SDMS students prepare and deliver a presentation on the project to the 
Berlin Town Council for final project approval.  
 
Mid-Nov 2015– Site Prep Service Day 
It will be necessary to prepare the site of the forest garden in the fall prior to the planting.  This 
will involve removing the top layer of grass and heavily mulching the bed with collected leaves.  
Students from SDMS will be available to help prepare the garden site.  We would request the 
Town’s assistance in collecting and delivering leaves to the garden site.  We would also like to 
put up a sign near the prepared bed letting the public know about the project. 
 
Late April – Early June 2016 
The final planting design will be completed during the winter months and actual planting of the 
forest garden will take place sometime between late April and early June of 2016 depending on 
the academic schedule of the 8th graders from SDMS.
